A Headmaster of a government-run school in the city of Uyo, 
witnessed Bibles being distributed at a local church and was moved 
by what she saw. She asked if her students could receive a Bible too. 
Pastor Mark was excited to bring Bibles to the government school. 

He still remembers the moment the children began to gather. 

Word had spread quickly through the school. They had heard that 
someone was coming to give them beautiful, illustrated Bibles. The 
children were waiting, eyes bright with anticipation. More than 600 
pupils stood eagerly before him. 

He began to distribute what he had. Carefully, one by one, the Bibles were placed into small hands. Laughter and excitement 
filled the air. For many of these children, this was the first Bible they had ever owned!

Then something happened…an embarrassing moment that Pastor Mark cannot forget. The Bibles ran out. He didn’t have 
enough for all the students! 

Those who received a Bible beamed from ear to ear. The rest stood watching. Some tried to peer over the shoulders of those 
who got a Bible, hoping to catch a glimpse of the beautiful, colorful pages. Others simply stood still. Their excitement quickly 
faded into sadness and disappointment.

“I saw how sad the rest of the children felt,” wrote Pastor Mark.

Seeing the sadness of these children is a moment that he can’t forget.

“Paul, is there anything you can do to help?” he asked. “Even government run public schools are now asking for Bibles!”

Pastor Mark calls it, “the Lord’s doing.” And it truly is.

This is exciting news for Nigeria. Doors are opening!
